Open positions for the 2010-11 Choral Boosters Board of Directors include: 

¶ 2nd Vice President: Serves on the Board of Directors, supports designated committee chairman, and 
executes any assignments given by the President or Choral Director. 

¶ Secretary: Serves on the Board of Directors, take minutes at Choral Booster Meetings, and creates a 
computer-based roster of student/parent information.  

Open positions for 2010-11 Choral Boosters Executive Board include: 

¶ Car Wash Fundraiser Chair:  Organizes the scholarship fundraiser car wash in September. 

¶ Choir Trip Co-Chair:  Responsible for working with the designated travel agent and making 
arrangements for the choir trip.

¶ Video Coordinator:  Arranges for all concerts to be videotaped with Ms. Van Slyke's recorder so that 
she can take roll at concerts and review the performance with her students. 

¶ Spirit Gear Chairman or Co-Chairs:  Responsible for managing the ordering and selling of choir 
decals, T shirts, and other spirit gear at concerts or other choir events. 

¶ Volunteer Coordinator:  Contacts volunteers from database via e-mail; schedules volunteers such as 
ushers, concession staff, and event support; and submits the volunteer names to the appropriate 
chairperson.
